Stair an ainm O Ruairc

O’Rourke

Le Proinsias Mag Fhionnaile
Aistria Rossa O Snodaigh

Is iad seo an chlann is tdbhachtaf a luaitear le
tuaisceart Liatroma. (This is the most important
clan belonging to north Leitrim.) Ba thaoisigh
cumhachtacha iad sa dithaigh seo ar feadh na
céadta bhliain. (For centuries they were the
powerful chiefs of the area.) Bhi Contae Cdbhdn
agus an chuid is mé de Liatroim fé chois acu.
(They dominated counties Cavan and most of
Leitrim.)

Bhi a cheann cheathrd i nDroim Dhd Thiar
agus Tiarnai Bhreifne a tugadh orthu. (Their
headquarters were at Dromahair and they were
called ‘Lords of Breffny’.) Is 6n t-ainm ‘Ruarc’
ainm (neamh-choitianta) 6n t-Iorua, a dtagann
an ainm seo. (They derive their name from an
old (and rare) Norse first name, ‘Ruarc’.) Niorb
as an t-Iorua déibh, ba Eireannaigh iad go
smior. (They are, however, not of Norse origin
but native Irish.)

Teitheadh na nlarlaigh

On séi céad déag ar aghaidh, de thdisce
cGilinivi shasana ar Eireann, a chiisigh teitheadh
na nlarlaigh. (From the early 1600s onwards,
due to Englands colonisation of Ireland, and the
subsequent flight of the Earls.) D’thdg muintir
Uf Ruairc a rian ar thiortha ar nés an Ostair,
an Fhrainc, An Phdlain agus an Ruis. (The
O’Rourke’s have left their mark in countries
such as Austria, France, Poland and Russia.)

I mbeagnach gach chds bhi go dhith bhaint
agus ard chéim acu sa pholaitiocht agus in air-
meacha na tfortha seo. (In most cases they were
prominent in the political and military life of
these countries.)

Bhi séiplineach ag mhuintir Ul Ruairc sa
chuirt Ostaireach. (The Austrian court had

an O’Rourke chaplain.) Sa seachtd cead déag
chuidigh an Cunta Iosif Kornilievich O Ruairc
Napoléon a bhri amach as an Ruis. (In the 1700s,
Count Iosif Kornilievich O’Rourke helped to
push Napoleon out of Russia.) Ba de shliocht U{
Ruairc { Cuntaois Tarnovska a rugadh sa Chiabh
sa Ucrdin. (Countess Tarnovska who was born in
Kiev, Ukraine was an O’Rourke.)

As na sloinnti Eireannacha uilig d’fhéadfaf a ra
gur thadg U{ Ruairc an rian is ldidre ar ar fud na
heorpa nd aon sloine eile. (Of all Irish surnames,
O’Rourke has probably left its mark more
strongly throughout Europe than any other.) Td
mordn len sloinne f6s le fdil sa Pholan agus sa
Ruis, dit a bhfaighfaidh td € scriobhta sa teanga
sldbhach mar seo: O’Pypk and Pypk. T4 fuaim R
ag an ‘P’ in a dteanga. (Many with the surname
can still be found in Poland and Russia where it
is written in the Slavic language as O’Pypk and
Pypk. The ‘P’ in their Language is pronounced
R.)

Tighearnan

Litritear sa bhéarla € mar seo a leanas Rourke,
Roorke, Roarke, O’Roarke agus fid Rooke.
(There are a few variant spellings for this name
including, Rourke, Roorke, Roarke, O’Roarke
and even Rooke.) Sén bhfoirm is coitianta
na O’Rourke. (The most common form is
O’Rourke.) Sén ainm is coitianta nd Tighearndn
no an litrid nua Tiarndn né sa bhéarla Tiernan.
(The most common first name among them was
Tighearndn, or in modern Irish Tiarndn. The
English form is Tiernan.) Tugadh Tighearndn ar
19 thiarna de shliocht U{ Ruairc agus ba é an
té is chdilidla ndn tiarna Tighearnan O Ruairc a
fuair bds in 1172TC. (19 of the O’Rourke chief-
tains were called Tighearndn. The most noted
being Tighearndn O Ruairc who died in 1172
AD.)
