Siolraionn an sloinne seo as dha
cheantar in KEireann. An chéad
cheann as Contae an Chldir in arb
chlann chumhachtach breithitin iad
a bhain le muintir Ui Bhriain ( Is on
chlann seo a dtagann na na daoine
is iomrditai le sloinne) There are
two different origins for this surname
in Ireland. The first is from Co Clare
and they were a powerful brehon
family to the O’Biens (most of the
famous Clancys are of this origin). Is
de bhunis éagsil Mac Fhlannchai
Liatroma. The name Clancy in Co
Leitrim is of a different origin. B’iad
Mac Fhlannchai Liatroma taoisigh
ar Dhartraigh Ros Clochair go dti
tréimhse an phlandail. The Leitrim
Clancys were chiefs of Dartry and
Rosclogher up until the Plantation
period. An daingean a bhi acu na
caisledin ar 6gadh ar chrannég ar
Loch Mealbhna. Their stronghold was
a castle built on a crannog on Lough
Melvin. It lasted well into the sixteenth
century.

Dob é Mac Fhlannchaidh an tsean
litrivi agus is on tsean fhocal ‘flann’,
a gciallaionn dearg, a dtgann céad
chuid an sloinne. The older Irish
spelling was Mac Fhlannchaidh and
the first part of the name derives from
an old Irish word ‘flann’ meaning ‘red,
ruddy’..

the name is unclear. Father Woulfe, a notable

historian of surnames, said the name meant ‘red

warrior’, but the element caidh/cadh
is unknown among Gaelic scholars in
this respect.

B’anamh I gcénai mar chéad
ainm 1 Flannchadh c¢é gur
choitianta go maith é I Liatroim,
go hairithe sa tuaisceart, agus
faightear chomhmaith igContae.
Fhearmanach. Flannchadh was
always a rare Irish personal name.
Though the name is common in
Leitrim, especially the northern and
central parts. It can also be found in
neighbouring Fermanagh.

Clancy, Clanchey, Clanchy agus
amantai le Mc rompu. Sna stit
Aontaithe faightear claunchy ata
an-neamhchoitianta. Clancy is a
surname found with many variant
spellings such as Clancy, Clanchey,
Clanchy and sometimes the Mc prefix
is found. In America the very rare
variant Claunchy can be found.

Glancey and Glanchy a dtanaigh 6
sitd a litrigh an sloinne ar an doigh
seo, agus sin cad as a dtanaigh
fuaim an G sa leagan bhéarla.

Mag Fhlannchai A further variant
form of Glancy, Glancey and Glanchy
is found in Leitrim. They are all

Clancys originally, but this group use a slightly
different Gaelic form Mag Fhlannchai, which
reflects the ‘g’ sound.
